Building:
· Janet, Pat, Teri & Phil worked at Park today (Thursday) near the soccer field.
· Comcast Cares workday: this Sat 4/26, meet in front of YMCA at 9:00, 30+ people have registered. Front Fencing around park has been removed, back fencing will be improved. Bring loppers and small handsaws, gloves & long sleeves. We will mainly be clearing along Park trail. Rather than fine- grooming, we need to change our methods in order to cover a large area at a cursory level, ie rough-clear as much of area as possible.  We only need to clear the brambles and small trees so we can walk through the entire area in order to design the Dog Park. 
· When should we start mowing? Where and when? We mow the Crozet Connector Trail. Bob thinks not for a few more weeks. He will service the mowers in the radio bldg. 
·  Old Trail trail goes behind Creekside. Foothill Crossing trail is at back of FC; turn left is RWSA property, turn right twice leads to future Westlake Hills.  Jess will meet with Dan about connecting / developing these tomorrow ( Friday). We want to start working on those trails as soon as Dan marks them.  Little bridge needed, level with shovels, not too much effort. 
· Where current bridges meet ground, ramps are dangerous, need to fix with gravel. Phil says this should be our highest priority, especially Riprap bridge. Need materials. Creek bottoms have good fill.  Get pickup truck to dump stuff at the end of Fair Winds Drive. 
 
Planning:
· ​Clover asked whether we wanted a WAHS Key Club intern or volunteer(s) this summer; if so we need to send a representative to the Teen Opportunities Fair on April 29, 4-7 at the Virginia Workforce Center (Hydraulic Rd.). After some discussion, the group decided that a) no one could attend the fair and b) we don’t have specific projects/ are not structured enough / don’t have the resources to mentor students. We might consider this for next summer.
·  Please sign up to volunteer at the Arts and Crafts festival May 10-11. It starts at 10 am. Especially need volunteers for setthing up Friday night and tearing down Sunday (Phil says this is most important, fair ends at 5:00) Jody is running the fair this year. All 4 loops/lengths will all come through there. Need snack bags = people to bring stuff for them (last year Janet made them but we should help her more this year). Sign up method will come out soon. 
· Dedication of the Zvarych- Rosinski bridge will be on Saturday, May 17th at 9:30 am (Jess has the plaque). It is the third one toward Western Ridge, beyond the Joseph Taylor bridge, access through Foothill Crossing. Clover will let Mike Marshall know (done).

· July 4 parade on Sat. 7/5 (Clover confirmed date), 4:00 pm. The Streetscape project will be complete on eastern side, so we will walk there. We will carry tools and need lots of candy (ran out last time). Someone will pull a cart and the rickshaw

Carl Pomeroy talked to Bob Crickenberger about a fence along the tracks which the County will pay for (SHOULD THIS BE IN THE MINUTES?).
